Supports within Our School

The Middle School of Pleasantuville provides the following behavioral supports aimed to promote character and positive student

development.

e PBSIS: The Universal Intervention tier of the Positive Behavior Supports and Interventions (PBSIS) framework includes a core of
prevention practices designed to promote positive student behavior and decrease occurrences of referrals to the office and suspension for
conduct reasons.

e Intervention and Referral Services: The I&RS team provides an individualized monitor outside of regular counseling staff to follow up
with students in need of intervention services. Interventions can include behavioral assessments and behavior intervention plans, referral
services, working with teachers to provide instructional modifications such as extended time, and provide referrals to community-based
resources.

e Counselors, Social Workers, and School Psychologist: provide assistance and guidance to champions with academic, social and/or
behavioral concerns, family advocacy, assessments, and various interventions strategies to support champions.

e Peer Mediation: A program and a process where students of the same age-group facilitate resolving disputes between two people or
small groups. This process has proven effective in schools around the United States, changing the way students understand and resolve
conflict in their lives.
